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Behold!: God is an Eternal Person
who is a Spirit.
John 1:18; 4:24; 1 Timothy 1:17; John 8:57-58; Exodus 3:14

God is Spirit (John 4:19-26)

e Our present reality is both material and spiritual. (Ephesians 6:12)
God is looking for people who will worship Him in spirit and truth (John 4:24)

God ALONE exists eternally

e Eternity: From duration stretching backward without limit to duration stretching forward without
limit, from eternal ages to eternal ages, God was and is forever.

Conclusions: Life Applications

1. God is an eternal Spirit beyond your ability to see or fully comprehend, so humble yourself, worship
Him with awe and wonder for His greatness. (James 4:10)

2. By sending Jesus Christ into the world, God made provision for you to share eternity with Him in
heaven. (John 3:16)

3. Since God knows and ordains the end from the beginning, you can trust God’s timing in the details
of your life. (Romans 8:28; Isaiah 46:9)

4. Worship God in awe and wonder because His ways and His works are beyond you. (Romans 11:33-
36)

5. God is Spirit, so worship Him in spirit and truth which means:

a. Do not allow your worship to become lifeless and perfunctory. (Malachi 1:6-14)

b. Open your spirit to God and seek the Holy Spirit’s illumination, empowerment, and filling.
(Ephesians 5:18; 1 Corinthians 2:12-13)

c. Worship God not on your own terms but through an understanding of the truth of His Word.
(Hebrews 4:12; 2 Timothy 2:15; Psalm 119)
